   You help keep our 
pool clean by showering 
before you enter the 
pool.  If you leave the 
pool to use the bath-
room you should shower 
again before reentering 
the pool. 
   Anyone who has diar-
rhea should wait two 
weeks after the last 
symptom to use any 
public pool.   
   Plastic pants 
over swim dia-
pers on our tots 
provide addi-
tional pool protection.  

   John Blanchard installed 
our chlorine pumping sys-
tem on Monday, July 27th.   
   This system utilizes the 
same pipes as were neces-
sary for the salt system so 
if we decide to return to 
the salt system the changes   
in the piping will be mi-
nor. 
   We had been adding 
chlorine by hand since the 
12th of June which meant 
someone needed to be here 
every day of the week to 
insure the chlorine level 
was correct even when the 
pool was closed. 
   We will keep the chlo-
rine level between 1.0 and 
2.0 parts per million.  The 
Health Department re-
quires us to keep it be-
tween 0.8 and 5.0. 
   This summer we have 
been backwashing twice a 
week so you may have 
noticed the extra water in 
the pool on Wednesday 
and Friday since back-
washing will take about 2 
inches of water out each 
time. 
   The pool has stayed 
sparkling clean thanks to 
the extra backwashing and 
the addition of a phosphate 
remover once a week, and 
the use of the showers by 
our users before swim-
ming.
